ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION FOR LAKE NORMAN WILDLIFE CONSERVATIONISTS (LNWC), A CHAPTER OF THE NORTH CAROLINA WILDLIFE FEDERATION

I    Be it resolved that this organization shall be known as Lake Norman Wildlife   Conservationists (LNWC) Chapter, Inc., a chapter of the North Carolina Wildlife Federation.

II  The organization is formed as a non-profit corporation for the purposes of environmental education, appreciation of wildlife and natural history, and conservation of wildlife habitat and natural resources.  The organization will also express its concerns, as appropriate, on conservation and environmental issues.

III  Membership in the organization shall be open to all persons with an interest in the conservation of our natural environment and are members in good standing of the North Carolina Wildlife Federation.

IV  This organization is hereby set up in perpetuity.

V   Officers shall include a President, one or more Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, and a Treasurer.  Officers shall be elected by the members in good standing to serve terms of two years.

VI  There shall be two Directors at Large elected by the members in good standing to serve terms of two years.

VII There shall be Standing Committees sufficient to carry out the objectives and business of the organization.  The Standing Committees shall include: Membership; Conservation; Program and Education; Field Trips; Fund Raising; Communications; Newsletter and Media; and Website.  Committee Chairpersons shall be elected by the members in good standing to serve terms of two years.

VIII The Board of Directors shall consist of the Officers, Directors at Large, and Chairpersons of the Standing Committees.  Each Board member shall have one vote on issues before the Board.  The President shall decide the motion in the event of a tie vote.

IX  The By-Laws of the organization shall be promulgated by the Board of Directors subject to approval of a majority of members in good standing who are present and voting at the general membership meeting following their publication in the newsletter.

X   The Articles of Incorporation can be amended as needed.  Proposals for revising the Articles shall be promulgated by the Board of Directors and approved by a majority of members in good standing who are present and voting at the general membership meeting following their publication in the newsletter.

XI  The Resident Agent for this not for profit corporation shall be Mr. Andrew Wingo.

XII  Upon dissolution of the Chapter, all assets and records shall revert to the North Carolina Wildlife Federation, Inc. (presently exempt from Federal tax under the provisions of Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Service Code) for the disposal in the best interest of the Chapter’s former members or of the Federation, as described by the Governing Board.
